COMMON RULES
TEAM COMPETITIONS         - only national teams may participate, max. one per country

INDIVIDUALS COMPETITIONS  - limits per country: 24 players (max. 16 men, 8 jun, 8 lad); no limits for Czech Open and associated program

CONTRAVERSARY SITUATION   - all controversary situation which could not be decided according to the tournament regulations and according to WTHA rulebook are decided by tournament committee.

PROTEST                   - anybody who make a protest against anything has to do it in English to a member of tournament committe just after the match - a) through the leader of national team, b) written personally - and pay the fee 35 EUR (or equal in CZK). Tournament committe has to decide it immediatelly. The fee will be given back, if the committee dedides that the prostest was rightful.
TORNAMENT COMMITTEE (preliminary)

REFEREES                  - all players are asked to judge the matches of all disciplines 

RULES                     - rules of all disciplines are announced at the WTHA website or at the championship website

POINT SYSTEM              - in indiviuals: win-2 points, draw-1 point, lose 0 point

                          - in teams: win-1 point for team, draw – 0 point, (lose = 1 point for opponent´s team)

Ranking system for seeding:

Ranking number (in each table hockey discipline) is the sum of standing of

· Result of best men 

· Result of best junior

· Result of best lady

in the cases that

a) no junior is clasified in results = second best man result is counted

b) no lady is clasified in results = second best man result is counted

c) no junior and no lady clasified in results = second and third best men results are counted

d) no man is clasified in results = number of men participants + 1 is counted

e) only two individual players clasified in results = number of men participants + 1 is counted as third result

f) only one individual player clasified in results = number of men participants + 1 is counted twice as second and third results

g) the sum is equal: WTHA Tour decisive criterions are used (see the WTHA rulebook)

DEN = 6 + 1 + 4 = 11 (no man = 5 + 1 is counted)

Equal points between DEN and CZE was decided by the best result (WTHA Tour criterions).

All national teams ranked
 due to the ranking system with minimally 2 players ready to play go to the PRELIMINARY ROUND. 

All national teams ranked due to the ranking system with 0 or 1 player ready to play does not go to the preliminary round. Their final positions are clasified based on results in the ranking system (however all teams which go to the preliminary round are clasified better).

Decisive criterions for group playing:

1. points

2. mutual match (in the case of two teams equal points only) – 2.1. point score, 2.2. goal score

3. more won matches

4. point score – 4.1. difference, 4.2. more win points

5. goal score – 5.1. difference, 5.2. more scored goals

6. draw

All matches of preliminary round is played in 1 x 3 format (means 1 round with three individul matches).

Best team from the group goes to A-semifinale (1-4), second to B-semifinale (5-8), third to C-semifinale (9-12), forth to D-semifinale (13-16).

All matches of preliminary round is played in 3 x 3 format (means 3 rounds with three individul matches).

Decisive criterions for drawn matches (valid also for semifinal and final matches):

1. goal score

2. penalty shots (3, must be decided) at all three tables, couples of oponents are the same as in the last round of the match

Winners goes to A-semifinale (1-4), losers to B-semifinale (5-8).

Team seeded with better number is „home“ team. „Away“ write the line-up for each round of match as first.

Line-up:

3 basic line-up and 2 substitutes are announced by captain/coach before the match. „Basic“ should play only on its position, substitute on any position. Anouncement is always done secretly on paper.

„Away“ team write the line-up for each round of the match as first. After it, home team see the away line-up and write its line-up. No couple of players may play twice (basic line-up player is prefered in colision situation).

Short-handed teams: 

If the team has only two players, may comptete as well, however on the third place loses the match 0:5.

OTHER DISCIPLINES:

Best 8 national teams ranked due to the ranking system with minimally 2 players ready to play go to the PLAY-OFF. Other teams (with 0 or 1 player ready to play and/or 9th and worse) are clasified based on results in the ranking systém.

Team seeded with better number is „home“ team. „Away“ write the line-up for each round of match as first.

3 basic line-up and 2 substitutes are announced by captain/coach before the match. „Basic“ should play only on its position, substitute on any position. Anouncement is always done secretly on paper.

„Away“ team write the line-up for each round of the match as first. After it, home team see the away line-up and write its line-up. No couple of players may play twice (basic line-up player is prefered in colision situation).

AIR-HOCKEY, STIGA, LUCH, CHEMOPLAST – INDIVIDUALS

Players are put into 4 sets for all types of table hockey. The sets changes in the circle (see timetable) at the table hockey standards and play the groups
. Players play once/twice one to each other. 

Sets: juniors – 1, ladies – 1, men – 2

These sets are same for all rod-hockey and air-hockey tournaments (May 8). If anybody does not participate at some of these disciplines, the set is not changed, however he/she is not drawen into groups. Men are drawen into 2 sets. Groups are drawen individually in each disciplines. Players are not seeded.

Decisive criterions for group playing (decide final positions inthe group):

1/ more points
2/ mutual match (only in case that two players have same points)
3/ more wins
4/ goal diference

5/ more scored goals (goals for)
6/ more scored goals (goals for) in one match
7/ draw

Decisive criterions for play-off qualification (top 8 in juniors, ladies, to 16 in men)

1/ all winners of groups

2/ best 2nd players in the group up to 8 / 16

3/ best 3rd players in the group up to 8 / 16

4/ best 4th players in the group up to 8 / 16

etc.

between players on the same position decides:

  a/ success percetage in group 

  b/ points in the group

  c/ more wins

  d/ goal difference (average per match)

  e/ more scored goals (avergage per match)

TOP 8 or 16
 will play play-off tournament. The play-off series are decided by two won matches. Drawen matches are prolonged according to rules of the discipline. K.O. system without reparation is used. Eliminated players (instead of semifinale – losers go to bronze match) do not continue. The final positions are set accrding to below mentioned rules.  

Final positions – 5th and following:

1. last played round of play-off

2. position in the group

3. success percetage in the group

4. points in the group

5. more wins

6. score – goal diference (average per match)

7. score – more scored goals (average per match)

8. draw
Notice - valid for air-hockey tournament only: 

· final standing of European players (after play-off) is considered to be the standing of European championship

Results from all disciplines/standards
 are counted and summed together. The points are counted in three categories - men, juniors U18 (birthyear 1990 and younger) and  ladies. All participants of multitable championship participating at billiard-hockey Czech Open or at air-hockey Czech Open will be given bonus 30 points (independently of the results in this tournament).  The more points, the better. (WTHA Tour decisive criterions are used for equal points situations). 

 

Teams

Results from all disciplines/standards
 are counted summed together.  The places in team competitions are counted together. It means the best team is given 1 point, second 2 points, etc. If the team does participate at any of disciplines, it is given as much points as last participating team + 1.  The less points, the better. (WTHA Tour decisive criterions are used for equal points situations). 
� Team which is not ranked due to the ranking (players did not played in individuals competitions) should play as well. It is ranked by the worst position.





� Number of players in the group, number of groups in the set, number of mutual matches in the groups etc. will be decided by organisation committee due to number of participants and number of tables. 


� TOP 16 in men, TOP 8 in juniors and in ladies


� Only the best result from three rod hockey games (Stiga, Luch and Chemoplast) is counted to multitable
